1. MONITORING SURVEYS 

1.1 This appendix outlines further details on the Character Survey / Matrix and the 
Fabric Survey.   

1.2 Both surveys are designed to be linked to a GIS through an Access Database.  
The blank structure for the database is illustrated below through a series of 
screen shoots and the empty databases have been provided digital with the 
GIS data files for the project. 

1.3 Both surveys should at this stage be considered to be experimental in 
structure and it is anticipated that they will be developed further by CBMDC as 
they are implemented over the coming years.  It will be important in this future 
development to ensure that the overall condition scores remain intact to 
ensure that trends can be monitored and data can be supplied for the capacity 
indicators.
