a) Works started July 2022. Speed and volume data for before and 
during the trial is expected over the next few months.

b) Other Active Travel measures – Cycle lockers at Caroline St for 
rent – fully occupied.  Titus St dropped kerb work completed to 
improve walking. Caroline St speed cushions completed at east 
end to slow traffic. Shipley Active Travel Hub grant proposed.  Cul 
de sac signs proposed at junction of Caroline St/Victoria Rd to 
deter vehicles/U-turns. School Street for Saltaire Primary to be led 
by school following training that has been delivered. 20mph signs 
to be considered in areas outside WHS and near entrances. 
 
SC asked for ideas on parking, zones, surveys, evenings, event 
days. 
Comments; Many concerns about ATN by public at start, but less 
later. Need to ensure travel Apps are updated. Good to trial new 
methods to calm traffic.

Steering Group had requested previously to see detailed plans. Propose 
5 classrooms, Saltaire Collection suite, Reception and exhibition space at 
entrance, community classroom, public toilets/shower, roof top garden, 
public square with landscaping. Historic England as advisors have liaised 
on designs.   
 
Comments; Clarification requested on Heritage Hub idea; to be 
information point for visitors to welcome arrivals but not Tourist 
Information Centre/shop.  Liaison ongoing with Visit Bradford Team.  
Current site needs enhancing, this is a sensitive response. This 
addresses some of the needs of Saltaire. Queries answered about 
classrooms, they would be used for both daytime and evening classes.  
Site will introduce more green landscaping at front, sides, green roof and 
a viewing platform. Planning application due to be submitted in next few 
months. 
 
UNESCO Periodic Report is due to be submitted by July 2023. 40% 
completed so far. Will be made available for Steering Group to read and 
make comments. 
 
Need to review Management Plan – following the Workshop on 4/11/22 
which undertook a SWOT analysis (Strengths, Weaknesses, 
Opportunities, Threats).

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The Vision for Saltaire World Heritage Site (2014) 

Saltaire is an outstandingly well preserved example of a mid19th 

century model industrial textiles town. Saltaire's architectural style 

design reflects Victorian philanthropic paternalism and its original 

design, materials and function continue to thrive and express its 

Outstanding Universal Value.  

Saltaire aims to be a welcoming and inclusive place with a 

vibrant community, which takes inspiration from its past, whilst planning 

for a sustainable future and striking an effective and creative balance 

between a place to live, invest in, work, learn and visit. 

Saltaire aspires to be a place where World Heritage significance is fully 

acknowledged, appreciated and understood by present and future 

generations. It will strive for the highest standards of interpretation, 

protection and conservation in support of deliverable economic 

development and tourism. 

 
b) The UNESCO Sustainable Development Goals were highlighted.  

This ambitious set of 17 goals was launched after the 2014 
Management Plan was adopted. The SDGs need to be 
incorporated into the new Plan. A new column has been introduced 
to a new draft shorter Action Plan highlighting the most relevant 
SDG for each action point.

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c) Check 5-6 Themes. It was suggested to incorporate Theme 6 
Buffer Zone into the other 5 themes. The 5 remaining themes were 
classed as the main Objectives or policies. 

d) Key Delivery partners have been identified in bold to lead on each 
action, with assistance from other partners identified. 

e) Actions and overall themes were identified by Steering Group 
members. Each person identified their first and second priorities by 
using red and blue dots alongside actions/themes. This resulted in 
the following priority order; 
1. Protect & conserve 
2. Environmental sustainability 
3. Economic sustainability/viability 
4. The Saltaire community 
5. Interpreting & understanding 
In conclusion the Protection & Enhancement of the WHS take 
priority over the Promotion of the area. 

f) Participation Plan – consultation with groups, drop-ins at events. 
 

General discussion on Priorities; 
Events are key to the vibrancy of the WHS and good links with Shipley to 
help regenerate the wider area eg events at Northcliffe, Shipley town 
centre events, Roberts Park, involve Police/Fire, Xmas events, 
fundraisers for good causes. Historic England encourage the aim to 
Protect & Conserve WHS and encourage benefits to spread to the Buffer 
Zone and wider area eg Shipley. It is acknowledged that the approaches 
to the WHS are shabby in places, although there have been 
improvements gradually on Saltaire Road over time. The pedestrian 
experience needs to be enhanced there if possible.

Management Plan would benefit from a more simple and accessible 
summary – fit for the next 10 years e.g. a Mission Statement in plain 
English. 
 
Climate emergency is important, small scale measures of insulation etc 
are possible. Community schemes at bigger scale could be considered in 
future eg hydro. 
More advice on Listed Building alterations is needed for owners and 
agents of buildings. Pre-application advice is given readily.
