Describe the proposal under assessment and what change it would result in if implemented.
Waste Services budget is proposed to receive an extra £1m to counter the rising costs of waste disposal and also the rising costs of recyclate processing inclusive of lower sales income due to falling market prices across the main recycling sectors for glass, plastic, paper and steel.
Increased demand (extra waste) and contamination levels (non-recyclable material) presented by residents and business poses a significant increase in processing and disposal costs for the Council each year. 
General waste accounts for approx. 150,000 tonnes per year and a £15.3m cost. Indexation and property increases cause a growth of up to £0.8m per year.
Recycling accounts for 38,000 tonnes per year and a £1.9m cost (post sales income). This includes a £1.7 cost for contamination presented by residents. There are on-going projects to reduce contamination levels which currently account for 45 to 50%of the material.

Additional recycling for wood, garden waste, sweepings etc. accounts for 50,000 tonnes and £2m per year.

Operational costs for the above services are approx. £13m for collection and £1m for disposal giving a total service budget requirement of at least £33m per year.

The main areas presenting high demand and contamination are the ward areas which may have a high population of people on low incomes and potentially from the BAME community. This is mainly due to high occupancy housing which has a direct impact on the amount of waste produced. Inability to deliver additional waste/bulky waste to Household Waste sites also increases the kerbside demand.
This proposal will help to keep the service provision operational to ensure waste is collected and therefore aids with health and environmental impact on the community. It will also allow bespoke recycling advice and education to be continued within the various areas which we believe also improves relationships.

It will have a positive impact on all residents of Bradford by allowing service continuation and improvements. By removing waste and keeping community areas clean, this may have additional  benefits of removing potential for harassment/victimisation due to the visible waste building up.
