Over £600,000 more is being paid
this year to hundreds of people,
mostly pensioners, who were not
aware they were entitled to
help with their Council Tax
and rent bills.

They are better off to the
tune of around £1,000 each
thanks to campaigns by
our Benefits Service,
which was recently
awarded four marks
out of four for its
performance for the
fifth successive year
in an inspection by
the independent

watchdog, the Audit Commission.

But it’s not just pensioners and the
unwaged who may be entitled to

claim benefits from the Council.
Thousands of people on low
incomes could be too.

David Fraser, Head of Benefits,
said: “I’m sure there are many

people out there who are
struggling on a low wage
who might be missing out
on money that they are
entitled to which would
really help them.

“As well as Council Tax and
housing benefits, people will

also be assessed for their
entitlement to Second Adult Rebate,
free school meals and school
clothing allowance. They should get
in touch to check.”

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Fair trade activities across the district took on a global
perspective last month.

The International Fair Trade Federation’s ‘Global
Journey’ banner stopped off on its 40-month worldwide
trip to raise awareness of fair trade. It started off in
Mumbai, India in January 2004 and fair trade supporters
have hosted the banner and held events in over 50
countries on all five continents since then.

On Sunday, 22 April a ‘Fairtrade, not slave trade’ service
was held at Baildon Methodist Church, followed by a
procession to Baildon Co-op. The banner was also
paraded at Keighley and Worth Valley Railway.

The following day, the Lord Mayor of
Bradford, Coun Choudhary Rangzeb,
held a reception at City Hall. The
banner was then paraded to Bradford
College and the University of Bradford.
The ‘Global Journey’ ends in Brussels this month.

John D Anderson, chairman of Fairtrade Bradford, said:
“People across the district have been enthusiastic
supporters of fair trade for over 20 years. Local groups
encourage the use and sale of Fairtrade products; staff
Fairtrade stalls at markets, shows and Neighbourhood
Forums; and work to increase awareness in schools.

“The visit of the ‘Global Journey’ banner was
recognition for those efforts and a great opportunity
to further promote the cause of fair trade locally.”

In 2002 Haworth became Britain’s first Fairtrade
Village and Bradford Council passed a resolution to
work towards the district becoming a Fairtrade Zone.
That was achieved in March 2006. Our canteens and
vending machines stock Fairtrade products and we
have produced a district-wide Fairtrade directory
showing the 75 shops and 34 cafes that sell two or
more Fairtrade products.

Shipley and Baildon have been Fairtrade Towns
since 2005 and Bingley and Ilkley followed suit in
2006, the same year the University of Bradford
became a Fairtrade University.

A six-week consultation period
gave local people the chance to
comment on draft plans for the
City Park in the heart of Bradford
and give their ideas and opinions.

Designers Gillespies have
incorporated that feedback into new
designs that will be part of Bradford’s
‘Living Landmark’ bid for around
£24 million funding from the Big
Lottery Fund.

Also, in response to concerns about
effective maintenance of the park 
and safety issues, a detailed plan
is being drawn up to ensure it is
carefully managed.

Tom Walker, from Gillespies, said:
“We were delighted to get so much
feedback from the people of Bradford
and have incorporated these ideas
and themes into the final design.
One of the key themes was that
people wanted more greenery, so
we’ve made sure this is reflected in
the final plan.

“The City Park will revitalise the city,
bringing more people into the heart of
Bradford and creating a unique
space which can be used by all
people of all ages throughout the
year. We are aiming for a truly world-
class park that the centre of the city
deserves and will set Bradford apart
from other cities.”

Key changes to the City Park
design following consultation
with the public. 

� A significant increase in
grassed areas and greenery. 

� An on-site office has been
included for staff who will look
after the park.

� Stream shape redesigned to
create a series of seating zones
between the bends.

� Fountains reorganised and
increased in number to create a
more dramatic effect.

� Norfolk Gardens has been
made into a greener space with
more trees, seating and stream.

� Larger, more mature trees
incorporated into the park area.

� Mirror Pool remodelled with
different-shaped inner pools and
a causeway feature. Now the
main pool is made up of three,
not four, smaller pools.

� There are now more areas for
people to shelter within the park.

Bradford’s presence at the world’s
biggest property conference in
Cannes, France in March attracted a
fantastic response from developers
and investors interested in being
part of the district’s regeneration.

Over 700 delegates visited the
Bradford apartment at MIPIM
(Marche International des
Professionels d’Immobilier),
compared to 300 last year.

And Bradford Centre Regeneration
(BCR), which represented the city
along with the Council, Bradford
Chamber and 30 sponsors from the

local business community, have
nearly 30 leads to follow up for
possible sites and projects in
Bradford.

This success follows an independent
survey which showed that
confidence in the £2 billion
regeneration of Bradford is
increasing rapidly amongst the
investor and business community
and local residents.

Over 70% of investors believe
Bradford is beginning to turn the
corner or prosper (up 30% on 2005).
And 59% of investors (up 25%) and
70% of residents (up 11%) surveyed
said they believe Bradford’s
regeneration plans can be delivered.

The first Bradford Young Citizen Awards were
organised and hosted by the Bradford District

Children and Young People’s Strategic
Partnership, which includes the Council.

Children, young people and groups had been
nominated for various categories in honour of
their contributions to the community or
problems they may have had to overcome to
succeed in and out of school.

Sixteen individuals and groups were
presented with awards by the Lord Mayor,
Coun Choudhary Rangzeb; councillors and
council managers; players from Bradford Bulls
and Bradford City; and Hollyoaks stars Lee
Otway and Jennifer Metcalfe.

There was entertainment from Bradford arts
group Kala Sangam, the Stage 84 drama

school, Rosa Park Dance Group and a Funky
Basketball show.

Chris Whiley, Head of the Council’s Youth
Service, said: “The awards are a public
recognition of the efforts children and young
people have made to overcome barriers and
go on to succeed.

“They celebrate the outstanding contributions
made to our communities by young people
throughout the city
and in every one of
our towns and
villages. We hope 
this will become an
annual event.”

You can get a taste of Bollywood on
your doorstep in June when Yorkshire
hosts the prestigious International Indian
Film Academy (IIFA) weekend.

Bradford will present a range of IIFA Fringe
Festival events in addition to an exclusive
live broadcast on the Big Screen in
Centenary Square of the IIFA Awards
ceremony – the Bollywood equivalent of the
Oscars – from the Sheffield Arena on
Saturday, 9 June.

A Bollywood Bazaar will bring city centre
streets alive with the sights, sounds and
smells of the Indian sub-continent on 7-9
June. There will be stalls offering Asian
foods, fashions, jewellery and textiles as
well as street entertainment.

On the Friday and Saturday nights at dusk

there will be free performances of
Bollywood Steps, an irreverent dance
and music celebration of Bollywood
films with spectacular lighting and water
effects and numerous costume changes
in just 40 minutes.

The Trouble with Asian Men, a hilarious
show based on real life interviews, lifts the
lid on today’s Asian men at the Alhambra
Studio on 5-6 June. There are also a range
of community events including an outdoor
celebration of IIFA at Bradford Moor Park.

Meanwhile, Celebrating Indian Cinema is a
new exhibition at the National Media
Museum which explores 50 years of the
world’s most prolific film industry. There will
also be workshops during IIFA weekend
covering many aspects of the vibrant world

of Bollywood such as dance, music 
and make-up.

Cineworld, on Vicar Lane, will be
showcasing the latest and best films 
from Bollywood.

The bid for IIFA Yorkshire Weekend 2007
was undertaken by Yorkshire Tourist Board,
with the support of Yorkshire Forward and
partners including Yorkshire Culture, Screen
Yorkshire, the business communities and
local authorities of the cities of Bradford,
Leeds, Sheffield, York and Hull.

Enterprising gardeners have turned the Bullroyd
allotments at Four Lane Ends into an urban oasis 
and a resource for the whole community.

In 2004 the site at the junction of Allerton Road and
Thornton Road was run-down. Some areas were derelict, a
quarter of the plots were vacant and others were overgrown.

But one group of allotment holders were determined not 
to let the site deteriorate any further. They re-formed the
Bullroyd Allotments Association (BAA) and put their backs
into transforming the site.

The Council, which owns the allotments, helped out with
clearing mountains of rubbish, removing asbestos and
donating plots for the group to use as community space and
toilet areas. And our allotments officer, Janette Goodinson,
supported the group’s successful applications for further
grants from the national Allotments Regeneration Initiative,
Bradford Vision and a local NHS Primary Care Trust.

With support from local businesses, BAA volunteers and
professional contractors have revamped the site, making it
not only safe and secure but attractive to new plot-holders.

Fruit, vegetable and flower beds have sprung up and there
is now a waiting list for plots. The association looks after
maintenance of the communal areas of the site and has
encouraged other groups to get involved.

Girlington and Crossley Hall Primary Schools now both 
have plots and BAA volunteers and the part-time gardening
tutor employed by the association are helping them to 
make vegetable beds and a wildlife garden.

For two years the BAA has run a project to give users of
Bradford Cancer Support Centre an opportunity to be
involved with gardening. BAA members also hosted a
summer tea party for residents at Shuttleworth House, 
a Bradford Community Housing Trust sheltered 
accommodation scheme nearby.

Pam Ashton, BAA chairman, said: “It has been hard graft 
but also a labour of love for everyone involved. As well as
creating allotments that we are happy to come down and
work on, we have also created something that the whole
community can enjoy and feel proud of.

“And the work continues. This year we will be creating raised
beds in the schools’ plots and other areas and, after a huge

effort to clear and plant,
we have already created a
community orchard.”

If you would like to see the
fruits of the BAA’s labours
first hand, there is a free
Open Day on Saturday, 
1 September (1pm-5pm),
with produce stalls,
tombola, teas and tours 
of the site.
