Thank you for the fantastic
response to our free Bag for
Life offer in Environment Extra
in September. We apologise for
the delay in sending them out.
We hope they will be with us 
by Christmas or early in the
New Year.

Over 1,000 of you asked for one
of the strong, reusable bags. If
each of you uses your Bag for
Life instead of five plastic carrier
bags every week, you will help to

reduce the number of plastic
bags the district sends to landfill
– where they take around 100
years to decompose – by
250,000 every year.

If you havenʼt already done so,
you can still request a free Bag
for Life. Send your name and
address to Bag for Life,
Community Pride, Room 19, City
Hall, Bradford BD1 1HY or e-mail
community.pride@bradford.gov.uk
(only one bag per household).

It costs us around £800,000 a year to deal with
all the disposable nappies that are thrown away
across the district. And they all go to landfill,
where they take decades to break down.

Thatʼs why weʼve got together with Bradford Real
Nappy Project to provide a free real nappy starter 
kit to everyone who is expecting a baby or has 
one under six months old.

The kit provides everything you need to try out this
environmentally-friendly alternative to disposables 
– three nappies (a one-size, a soft bamboo nappy
and a pre-fold), two wraps, liners, a bucket and an
information booklet. It normally sells for £48.

Waste minimisation officer Edith Grooby said: 
“We think the money we spend on disposing of 
the districtʼs nappies could be better spent. 

“Thatʼs why we are offering families the chance to
try a range of real nappies so that they can make
an informed choice about which nappies to use for
their baby.”

Around 30% more waste is
created by the average
family during the festive
season than during the rest
of the year. Much of it can
be recycled.

Our eight household waste
recycling centres are open
every day except Christmas Day, Boxing Day and
New Yearʼs Day. There are also more than 80
bottle banks and ʻbring  ̓sites at supermarkets, pubs
and car parks across the district.

For details of kerbside recycling collections over
Christmas and New Year refer to your recycling
calendar or the sticker on your recycle bin.

Most peopleʼs household refuse collection days
will be unchanged. However, if your normal
collection day falls on Tuesday, 25 December
your refuse will be collected on Monday, 24
December; if your normal day is Wednesday, 
26 December it will now be collected on Saturday,
29 December; and if Tuesday, 1 January 2008 is
your normal day the collection will now be made
on Monday, 31 December.

The Council has a small pot of money to be used
to encourage local communities or allotment
groups to compost household waste that would
otherwise end up in landfill.

The money can be spent on materials, equipment
or publicity.

Bags for Life

Two major regeneration schemes
are set to give Bingley town centre
a long-awaited facelift.

We have already started work on a
new-look town square in front of

Bingley Arts Centre and the £1 million
project is currently expected to be
completed on schedule by Christmas.

Most of the townʼs unloved and run-
down Myrtle Walk shopping centre is

finally set to be demolished. Plans
have been submitted to the Council by
local developers 4Urban for 5Rise, an
£8 million scheme to replace Myrtle
Walk with a four-storey shopping,
housing and library complex.

Coun Andrew Mallinson, Executive
Member for Regeneration, said: “This
is what local people have been asking
for and waiting for. There has never
been so much interest and investment
going into Bingley at any one time and
these schemes will transform the town.

“By providing a new high-quality
shopping centre, more open market
space and new library facilities,
Bingley will be transformed into 
a great place to live.

“The square will be a valuable
resource for the community, where
regular markets and other events 
can be held. 5Rise will also offer a
range of new residential opportunities
right in the town centre giving it 
a new vibrancy.”

Broadway developers Westfield
have agreed terms with Marks &
Spencer as an anchor tenant for
their £300 million retail led
development in Bradford city centre.

A revised planning application,
which would give M&S more floor
space, has been submitted to 
the Council. Debenhams had
already signed up to anchor the
Broadway scheme.

Council Leader
Kris Hopkins
(pictured) said:
“This is fantastic
news for Bradford
and a big step
forward for the
Broadway

development. It is a clear indication
of the quality of shops that residents
will be able to enjoy once it is open.”

The completion of Westfield Derby
last month means that an increasing
number of construction personnel
will soon begin working on
Broadway. Some are now based 
in Bradford working hard on the
delivery of the project. Further site
investigation and preparation work
is expected soon.

Keighley Library is proving a hit
with you following its £1.1 million
refurbishment.

An average of more than 7,000
people a week have been visiting
since it reopened in August. Thatʼs
well up on the previous weekly
average of 3,800. Adult use is up by
nearly 25% and childrenʼs book loans
are up by over 75%.

The inside of the Grade II listed
building on North Street has been
totally transformed with a complete
redecoration, new electrical and
heating systems including solar
panels, new furniture and over
£58,000 of new stock.

The best aspects of the building have

been reinstated and cleaned, including
striking wall paintings and roof
decorations that had been ʻlost  ̓behind
suspended ceilings for the past 50
years. They include a large clock on
the ground floor.

Most of the work was carried out by
Council staff. They painstakingly
repaired, replaced and cleaned leaded
and stained glass windows pane by
pane. They sourced and installed
modern replicas of the corroded
original cast iron radiators in the Local
Studies Library. And restoring the
marble bust of Andrew Carnegie and
the uncovered paintings called for the
specialised talents of our art conser-
vation expert Ian Barrand, who is
normally based at Cartwright Hall.

Downstairs the
library has a
modern open-
plan style with
comfortable
chairs for reading,
22 computers and

a larger childrenʼs area. Reference
Library material is now on the ground
floor, with more archive material on
view and available to users in the
Local Studies Library on the first floor.

Facilities for disabled people have
been dramatically improved, including
a wheelchair-accessible lift, disabled
toilets, an induction loop for the hard 
of hearing, height-adjustable desks 
and a special computer screen for the
visually impaired.

There is also a café area with seating,
newspapers and magazines and a
plasma screen TV. Drink and snack
machines will be installed soon.

Brian Thompson, libraries area
manager, said: “Keighley Library is an
historic and important civic building.
We have retained its unique historical
features but improved the facilities to
make sure it continues to be a real
asset for the people of Keighley – a
library for the 21st century but still in a
classic Arts and Crafts-style building.”

From 1 April 2008 the new
English National Concessionary
Pass will give
people aged
60 or over
free, off-peak
bus travel
throughout the
country.

Metro Senior, Disabled or Blind
Personʼs Permit will no longer 
be valid from that date. That
means that thousands of you
who currently hold those permits
for travel throughout West
Yorkshire must apply for a
national pass to replace them 
as soon as possible.

Metro deputy chairman Coun
Stanley King said: “We are
concerned that people with
Metro permits think they will only
need the new pass for travel
beyond West Yorkshire and donʼt
realise they will need it for the
local journeys they currently
make as well.

“There are up to 400,000 people
in West Yorkshire entitled to free,
off-peak bus travel, but so far we
have only received around
160,000 completed application
forms. Those who havenʼt applied
need to do so quickly if their
applications are to be processed
and cards sent out before 1 April.”

Thieves who target local schools 
to steal IT equipment and other
valuables had better beware.

Every school in the district has been
issued with SmartWater technology
to mark its computers, interactive
whiteboards and multimedia
projectors. That means property can
be traced back to the school it came
from – even months after it has 
been stolen.

SmartWater is a DNA-style liquid
developed by a private company.
Within each kit is a unique batch of
the liquid which is painted onto
valuable equipment and leaves its
own permanent ʻforensic fingerprintʼ.

West Yorkshire Police and Education
Bradford have also paid for signs
which are prominently placed close to
schools and on their buildings to

Adrian Foyston, a West Yorkshire
Police crime reduction officer, said:
“SmartWater is an excellent way to
deter criminals and get the crime
prevention message across to young
people at an early age.

“Equipment is permanently marked
and can easily be traced back to its
owner. The invisible liquid can also be
used as a spray system to forensically
tag the burglar, enabling us to identify
offenders. School burglars in Bradford
district are now facing a greater risk of
being caught. Itʼs just not worth it.
They can be convicted of crimes long
after they have taken place.”

There is evidence that in other areas
of the country where SmartWater 
is used burglaries from schools 
have fallen by over 60%, which is a
clear indication that SmartWater is
having an impact.

Coun Martin Smith, Executive
Member for Safer Communities, said:
“Making sure schools in the district
have a SmartWater kit is a great
example of the Council and the police
working together to tackle a problem
that has been costing our schools a
significant amount every year.

“That is money which could be better
spent on books, equipment and 
other resources.”

A smart way
to beat burglars



We have designed the new square in Bingley following
public consultation with residents and businesses.
York stone flags and granite setts are being used to
complement the nearby conservation area and a new
crossing is being built to link the square to Foundry Hill
and provide good access to the railway station.

We are installing a traffic scheme along Main Street
between Millgate and Ferncliffe Road to make the area
safer for pedestrians. This includes a 20-mile-an-hour
zone to reduce speeds and deter cars from using Main
Street as a short cut.

Crossings on Main Street are being upgraded. There 
will be new lighting and a significant amount of on-street
car parking.

Work has also started under a different scheme to
change all the lampposts in Jubilee Gardens around
Bingley Arts Centre, which will make the area much
brighter and inviting in the evenings.

On the site of the Myrtle Walk shopping centre but retaining some of the
existing building, 5Rise will create more shop space with better-sized units
to attract major chains, 86 flats and a new library. 
The developer will also contribute to the relocation of Bingleyʼs market to 
a purpose-built site in Town Square.

The development takes its name from Bingleyʼs famous Five Rise Locks 
on the Leeds-Liverpool Canal, which raises the canal water level by 59 feet.

A public exhibition is now being held at Bingley Library. Subject to
planning permission, work would start next spring and take around 
18 months.
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Phase one of Bingley Technology
Park, at Coolgardie Farm opposite
Bingley Grammar School, has
received planning approval.

The site will house over 100,000
square feet of business space,
units to live and work in, and other
facilities such as a childrenʼs
nursery, as well as up to 1,500
jobs. Work is expected to start later
this year and the first units should
be open next summer.

The project is part of the Airedale
Masterplan, a regeneration
programme for the Shipley, Bingley
and Keighley corridor building on
the skills and industries already
growing in the area.

The Advanced Digital Institute
(ADI), another of the masterplanʼs
priority projects, is up and running
at Cottingley Business Park. 
Its work with a range of local
businesses to develop new
technologies and products is
central to reinforcing Airedale 
as a creative corridor for 
high-tech businesses.

As well as the new town square
and 5Rise development in Bingley
(see front page
and page 5),
Keighley and
Shipley are also
showing
evidence of
development and
regeneration.

Keighley – Dalton Mills has been
converted to create new office
space and proposals for new
apartments on the site are
expected shortly. Plans for
improvements to Keighley Station
have been put forward as well as
proposals for an Airedale Greenway
to improve cycle connections.

Shipley – The creation of more
than 400 apartments at Victoria
Mills is almost complete and other
schemes at Ashley Wharf, Berry
Works and the former Glenroyal
Cinema are starting or planned.

Masterplan
is coming
together The £2 billion regeneration of Bradford city

centre is moving on at an increasing pace.

Beehive Mills (pictured left) is just one of many
developments that will see the city landscape
transformed over the next few years.

Work will start soon on the £65 million
development next to Bradford University.  

McGinnis Developments is building a 22-storey
complex comprising 517 studio, one- and 
two-bedroom apartments with underground
parking and 30,000 sq ft of retail and
commercial space.

It will be one of the biggest developments of 
its kind in the region and will revitalise the
Thornton Road gateway into Bradford 
city centre.

Elsewhere, weʼll find out whether our Park at

the Heart lottery bid has been successful later
this month [nov], Broadway is coming and a
planning application for New Victoria Place, 
on the site of the Odeon, is expected to be
submitted any time.

Developments such as The Empress on
Sunbridge Road, Stonegate House off Manor
Row and a crop of former mill conversions in
Little Germany are already feeding the appetite
for ʻcity livingʼ.

The conversion of Eastbrook Hall is also well on
its way. The former Methodist Chapel is being
turned into 73 apartments and commercial
space by Aldersgate Estates in partnership with
the Council, English Partnerships, Bradford
Centre Regeneration, Yorkshire Forward and
Regen 2000.

Asquith Propertiesʼ £22 million Gatehaus

complex in Little Germany is due to be
completed early next year. It comprises 143
apartments in two six-storey buildings and one
10-storey glass tower.

Council Leader Kris Hopkins said: “The desire
being shown by the private property sector to
work with the Council to bring so many major
commercial and residential developments to
Bradford shows great confidence in the
regeneration of the city.

“This confidence is reflected by the number
of regeneration projects right across the district
and is a clear indication that Bradford district is
regarded as a great place to live, work and do
business. We look forward to supporting all the
new projects that are planned or are already
going through our planning system.”

Manchester Road could soon be home to Bradfordʼs
tallest building.

We have given outline planning permission to developers
Asquith Properties for the £150 million, 38-storey Citygate
development on the former Reyner House site. Work could
start next year and be completed by the end of 2012.

The development would include a glass tower, a 116-
bedroom hotel with conference and banqueting facilities,
luxury apartments and townhouses, retail space, two
private landscaped courtyards and car parking.

As part of the development Asquith will contribute over
£100,000 to increase education provision in the area, more
than £160,000 towards extra playing fields and recreational
open space nearby, and some of the proposed townhouses
would be sold at a discount as a contribution to on-site
affordable housing. There will also be a contribution of over
£400,000 towards the regeneration of the surrounding area.

Russell Baker, chairman of Asquith, said: “We are delighted
to have the Councilʼs support for Citygate. We hope to
repeat the success of the Gatehaus by creating a building
that is not only stunning but provides greater business and
residential opportunities for those looking to live and work 
in Bradford.”

Bradford is buzzing

Plans to create a £350 million waterside urban village
in Bradford have received the green light from
Government Office Yorkshire and Humber.

Developers Bradford Channel Ltd can now submit a
detailed planning application to the Council for the first
phase, which involves introducing a canal basin into 
the city.

The scheme will cover 5.3 hectares to the west of the
city near Forster Square retail park and along Canal
Road. It features two towers of 16 and 24 storeys, as
well as a covered winter garden with exhibition areas to
provide a year-round leisure facility.

Eventually the waterside village will include apartments,
cafes, bars, shops, offices and a hotel overlooking a
series of water features and the canal basin.

Dr Harold Robinson, a director of Bradford Channel Ltd,
said: “After two years of negotiations and planning it is a
very exciting time for us and the city of Bradford. Our
aim is to create a living, breathing urban village where
people can make a home, earn a living and have fun.”

Every November National Adoption Week highlights the
valuable and rewarding role played each year by people
who adopt children. But more of these committed and
caring people are always needed.

In Bradford district over 50 children are waiting for 
adoption. Around two-thirds are white and one-third 
African-Caribbean, Asian or dual heritage backgrounds.  

Sarah Patrick, Adoption and Fostering Unit manager, said:
“We are always looking for more people to come forward
and adopt. It is not always a smooth ride but adopting is 
an incredibly rewarding and useful thing to do.

“Prospective adopters
from ethnic minority
backgrounds are particularly welcome as we want to offer
our children from those communities the chance to grow up
in families who understand their particular needs and value
their religion and culture.”

You donʼt have to make a decision straightaway. We can
send you an information pack and every month we hold 
an information evening, where you can find out more from 
a social worker and people who are already adopters or
foster carers.

If you are still interested you then fill out a registration of
interest form and we will arrange a home visit. This is when
you, and we, decide whether it is the right time to make an
application and the formal process of adoption – including
medical checks, social workerʼs reports, preparation and
training sessions and an Adoption Panel meeting – begins.

Bob Davidson, adoption manager, added: “The whole
process can be quite daunting. But we will give you all the
support you need so that we can make the right decision for
you and your family, and also for the children who need a
loving and stable family and home.”

In August our Adoption Service was rated as ʻgood  ̓– the
second-best score – by Ofsted. The inspectors said that 
the service had made big strides in the three years since 
its last inspection and has a “clear focus on safe and
positive outcomes”.

Local people are being helped to
live longer in the comfort of their
own homes by our new Telecare
service.

Since June we have
been able to provide a
range of sensors that
activate automatically
when there is a
problem in the home.

Sensors can meet many
different needs including:
� smoke, gas and carbon

monoxide detection
(pictured above left);

� when you have fallen;
� medication prompts to

help you take tablets
at the correct times
(pictured right); and

� bogus caller alarms.

Telecare sensors are linked to Adult
Services  ̓existing Careline system.
When a sensor detects a problem –
for example a fall or an epileptic fit –
it sends a signal to your Careline
equipment which automatically dials
the control centre.

There our specially trained staff deal
with the call and arrange appropriate
assistance. This may be contacting
a family member, a neighbour, one
of our mobile wardens or the
emergency services.

Project manager Tanya Parker
said: “Telecare is available for
anyone of any age who would like
to feel safer, more protected and
independent in their own home. It

gives older people, people
with a disability and
others a new sense of
security and peace of
mind to remain living
independently with 
dignity for as long as 

they choose to.

“Telecare can help if you are
worried about feeling safe at

home, the consequences
of falling or becoming
forgetful. The service
makes a real difference 

to peopleʼs lives and also
gives greater reassurance 

to their families and loved ones.

“And our control centre is manned
24 hours a day, 365 days of a year,
so you know there is always
someone there to help.”

Telecare only requires a telephone
line with an electric socket nearby.
Most sensors are wireless, battery
powered and are installed for you.  

The maximum charge for the
service is £5.50 a week, although
charges vary according to your
circumstances. This includes the
cost of all the equipment,
maintenance and replacement of
faulty equipment, battery
replacement and annual service
checks. It also covers the cost of the
monitoring centre and the use of the
mobile wardens if this is required.

You can apply regardless of marital status, sexuality, race
or religion, whether youʼre in work or have a disability.

You must be over 21 and able to provide a permanent,
caring and stable home with a commitment to helping
children grow up understanding what has happened 
in their lives.

Thereʼs no upper age limit, but you do need to
demonstrate that you are healthy enough and have the
necessary commitment and energy to bring up a child.

You donʼt need to be wealthy or own your own home, but
you do need to show you can support a child financially.
If you do adopt, you can apply for tax credits and benefits
to supplement your income. Financial help may also be
available in the form of one-off or regular payments to
support the adoption of some children.
