The Office of the Schools Adjudicator has 
published decisions on proposals by Brad-
ford MDC to:- 

 

• formally approve the opening of High 
Park School, the new C & I 
(Communication and Interaction) 
special  school at the start of the 
Summer term April 2010. High Park 
School will open in interim sites, until 
the refurbishment of the Thorn Park 
site is completed. 

• formally approve revised closing 
dates for 10 closing special schools. 
All current special schools will close 
at the end of the Spring term April 
2010, 

• formally approve revised opening 
dates of 6 new generic special 
schools. 

The 3 primary schools will open in their 
new buildings at the beginning of the sum-
mer term April 2010. 

The 3 new secondary schools will be es-
tablished April 2010 on interim split sites 
until the new secondary school buildings 
are completed. 

 

 

Staff Assimilation Process 

 

The staff assimilation process is underway 
and progressing well, which, of course, in 
time will help parents/carers, pupils and 
school staff feel more comfortable about 
the future in our new schools.  

Many departments within the Council, col-
leagues from Education Bradford, Head-
teachers and Chairs of the respective 
School Governing Body are working to pull 
together all aspects of the re-organisation.  

As with any major change this can lead to 
much anxiety and stress. Great efforts 
have been made to try to ensure this is 
kept to a minimum, especially for our 
school staff who have informed us of their 
preferences for posts in the new schools. 
It is expected that the majority of staff will 
have received confirmation of their new 
posts by the end of this term.  

Of course there may be some individual 
case work to be done once schools return 
in September 2009, to try to meet the 
more individual requirements of some staff 
and where possible this will be accommo-
dated. It is hoped that all individual case 
work will be completed by the end of Sep-
tember.
