Award winners

Nell Bank at Ilkley is 30 years old
this year. It is one of the jewels 
in Bradford Council’s
crown – an outdoor
education centre
that is second
to none in the
country.

The 17-acre
site, which
sits
between
the River
Wharfe and
Middleton
Woods on
the edge of
Ilkley Moor,
provides award-
winning
educational and
training programmes for
the whole community.

Children from more than 100 of the
district’s primary schools use the
centre for a range of activities,
including pond-dipping and nature
walks, river and environmental

studies, orienteering, an assault
course and a water-splash adventure

playground. Many activities
are designed to 

support the school
curriculum; others

are just plain fun.

Adult groups
can also hire
the facilities
for team
building,
management
and training
courses or

conferences.

For example,
any team aged
17 to 70 can
take the one-
or two-day
Nellbania
Challenge. 

It consists of crossing piranha-infested
waters, traversing mountain ranges
and hunting and collecting rare
species in an attempt to save 
them from extinction.

“Of course we don’t have real
piranhas or mountains,” said Nell
Bank manager Bruce Fowler. “The
dangers are perceived, rather than
real, but the challenge is a fantastic
tool for developing individual and
group potential.

“All the programmes we run for
schools and other groups are tailored
to their ages and needs and 
all our staff are experienced 
and fully qualified.

“The centre is
probably the 
first in the
country to be
fully accessible
for all. Our new
‘Nellmobile’ is 
an electric buggy
which enables
children with
disabilities and 
in wheelchairs 
to enjoy the
woodland trail,
orienteering and
other activities.

“We’ve also created
more than 180 metres of paths in 
the woods which can be enjoyed by
people who cannot walk very far 
and those in wheelchairs.”

Nell Bank is managed by the Council
in partnership with the Nell Bank
Charitable Trust. Coun John Cole,
chairman of the Trust, said: “Nell Bank
is a fantastic resource for the
community. It offers endless
possibilities for children across the
district to experience the wonders of

Children from nearby Harden Primary
School sang songs and created
woodland-themed artwork for the
opening of a new area of woodland
at St Ives Estate.

The Friends’ Wood is a joint project
between the Friends of St Ives, a
voluntary group which works to
protect and preserve the historic
estate, and the Council. It has come
about thanks to donations of trees by
nearly 200 people, many of whom
attended the opening by local MP,
Philip Davies.

Ros Walker, of the Friends of St Ives,
said: “The Friends’ Wood has proved
very popular – many donors wanted
a way to remember loved ones and
others donated trees to celebrate

births, anniversaries and marriages.

“Staff from the Council’s Parks and
Landscape Service have planted oak
and Scots pine species and erected
a stone plaque to mark the site.
Planting will be completed this year.”

Coun Anne Hawkesworth, Executive
Member for Environment, said: “This
new woodland is a perfect example
of the community working together to
create something that I am sure will
bring pleasure to donors and visitors
for many years to come.”

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Personal experiences played a
big part in the new Lord Mayor 
of Bradford’s choice of charities
for his civic appeal.

Coun Robin Owens, and the
Lady Mayoress, his wife Janet,
have chosen two locally-based
charities that are close to their
hearts – the Bradford Cancer
Support Daisy Appeal and 
The Ear Trust Listening for 
Life Appeal.

The Daisy Appeal was set up 
to raise £1.1 million to provide 
a new centre for cancer patients
and their families, replacing the
existing building at Daisy Bank. 
It aims to provide practical, social
and emotional support to cancer
patients, their families and carers.

The Lady Mayoress found 
that when her mother was
diagnosed with terminal cancer
there was no-one to advise her
about support which would 
have allowed her to spend 
more time with her mother 
in her final weeks.

The Ear Trust was established 
in 1990 and primarily supports 
the work of the Yorkshire
Cochlear Implant Service based
at Bradford Royal Infirmary. The
Listening for Life Appeal will build
a centre catering for the needs of
patients, professionals and
families in Yorkshire and beyond.

Coun Owens suffered from 
a disease of the middle ear as 
a child and is now almost totally
deaf in one ear.

He said: “We have chosen two
much-needed projects and would
encourage everyone to get
involved and support as many
events as possible this year to
help raise money for these very
worthy causes.”

During his year Coun Owens,
who served as Deputy Lord
Mayor two years ago, will preside
over celebrations marking the
100th anniversary of the 
granting of the Lord Mayoralty 
by the crown.

Along with Yorkshire and
England cricketer Matthew
Hoggard and designer Linda
Barker, they will select works
from the Council’s collections for
the opening ‘Yours for Keeps’
exhibition in Bradford 1 Gallery.

The first exhibition at the
Impressions photographic
gallery, which is relocating from
York, will be Sharpe’s Wood, a
specially commissioned series of
woodland images by Bingley
photographer Liza Dracup.

The project has been funded by
the Council, Arts Council
England, Bradford Centre
Regeneration, Renaissance
Yorkshire, the Urban Cultural
Programme and developers

New galleries

Britain’s Best Park will play host to Britain’s biggest cycling
race later this summer.

On Thursday, 13 September the Yorkshire leg of the Tour of
Britain will finish in Lister Park, with top professional racers
sprinting past the striking Cartwright Hall art gallery and
museum after a gruelling stage from Rotherham via the
east Pennines and Ilkley Moor.

They will speed through the north of the district after
tackling the punishing climb over Cow and Calf Rocks.
The exact route and the expected finish time in Lister
Park have not been confirmed yet.

Last year hundreds of people came to Centenary
Square for the start of the Yorkshire stage and Coun
Anne Hawkesworth, Executive Member for Environment
and Culture, said: “It is fantastic that Bradford has been
chosen to host the race again after such a successful
event last year. Lister Park will provide a beautiful
backdrop for the finish of the stage.”

Whether it’s a leisurely stroll around Centenary 
Square or an ear-splitting afternoon of rallying at Odsal,
enthusiasts will have double the opportunity to savour 
a range of mouth-watering motors at the Council’s
second Bradford Classic Car Show this month.

After the success of the one-day inaugural event last year,
we’ve decided to add an extra day.

Classic, sports, retro and performance cars will grace
Centenary Square on Saturday, 21 July (10am-4pm),
followed by super-charged rally cars in action at the Grattan
Stadium, Odsal, on Sunday, 22 July.

Over 200 motors have already registered for the free
Saturday event, which has a Tribute to Rallying theme. They
include Lamborghinis, Rolls Royces, vintage Jowetts and

classic rally cars. Other entries include a Jensen Interceptor
MKII, a 1973 Porsche Carrera and a large range of Minis.

Two-time British Touring Car champion Matt Neal is taking 
a break from his campaign to win a third successive title and
will bring along his Team Halfords Honda Civic S2000 car.
Yorkshire Bank, which is supporting the Bradford Classic
event, is also a Team Halfords sponsor.

The action-packed weekend will also include technical
demonstrations, display stands and motoring films, as well
as a continental market. There is also the chance to ‘live the
dream’ by hiring an Aston Martin super car and driver for 15
minutes, with all proceeds going to the Lord Mayor’s Appeal.

A Tribute to Rallying charity dinner takes place at the Hilton
Hotel on the Saturday evening when motoring memorabilia

will go under the hammer to raise money for the
Lord Mayor’s Appeal and two of motorsport’s
favourite sons, through the Richard Burns
Foundation and the Michael Parks Fund.
