You can register to vote if you are 18 or over, or
become 18 within the period the register is in force,
and are a British, Irish, Commonwealth or EU citizen.

You must be on the Register of Electors to be able
to vote in Bradford Council and town and parish
council elections, as well as national and
European Union (EU) elections. But do you know
how and where to get your name on the register?

Most people are on the register year after year. That's
because they fill in and return the electoral registration
form that the Council sends to every household in late
August and early September every year, during what

is called the ‘annual canvass’.

You should have received one in the last couple of
weeks. If you haven't returned it already, please make

sure it reaches us by 15 October.

After this date the Register of Electors is updated
monthly so it is possible to register any time. You may,
for example, be new to the district or have moved

house locally.

Helping you to
feel the benefit

Liz Haigh became the Council’s first
Pension Age Benefit Take-up officer
in March. Since then she has made
sure that over £115,000 has been
paid out to pensioners who were
not previously claiming their
entitlement to Council Tax and
Housing benefits.

She visits pensioners to help them with
their claim and gives advice about
what other help they may be entitled
to. When she’s back in the officer Liz
monitors the claims to ensure the
process runs smoothly.

“Many pensioners are reluctant to ask
for help,” said Liz. “But | always say to
them that if they meet the criteria they
are entitled to the money and they
shouldn'’t consider it as charity. There’s
no shame in an honest claim.”

But you don’t have to be a pensioner
to claim. Since we first printed the
coupon below in Community Pride in
March 2005, the Council's Benefits
Service has paid out over £500,000 in
Council Tax and Housing benefits to

people of all ages who had not

claimed it before. The average yearly
amount unclaimed is £547.50, almost

half the Council Tax payable on an
average, Band D, property.

Member for Corporate, said: “This year

we are using our ‘It could add up to
more than you think!” campaign to

encourage people to think about taking

up their entitlement.
“We want to get the message out to

people that they need not be afraid of
filling in the forms and claiming what it
rightfully theirs; that help is available.”

Teamwork pays off

Mallard Court has been given a
new lease of life after residents and
owners worked with the Council,
Bradford Vision and the police to
revamp the flats at Lower Grange.

The five 15-year-old blocks of six
flats now have security fencing all
round, fencing between each block
and improved lighting at the front and
back of each block.

Each flat owner had to agree to
bring their property up to a ‘good’
standard of repair, make sure it was
occupied within three months and is
maintained to Best BD Homes
accreditation standard for at least
12 months.

Block 5, which had been empty

and boarded up, has been
refurbished and the other blocks
have been repainted. Communal
gardens have been landscaped and
residents are making the most of

their own garden areas.

Joanne Fowler, from the Council’'s
Empty Homes and Housing Renewal
Team, said: “Mallard Court had
become very run down and was

and used as a public footpath, which
made security a major issue.
