£100,000 in school swimming. That has meant
extra lessons for over 4,000 children in 80 schools.

We pay for the care
and have a say in deciding who gets
a place in the homes.

They give a choice to older or disabled
people whose needs might traditionally
have been met by moving into a care
home. They also enable couples to
remain living together.

Admissions -
it pays to plan ahead

One of the most important
decisions you will make about
your child's education will be
choosing a primary or secondary
school for them.

If you are going to get your child
into your preferred school, one
thing is for sure — you must plan
ahead. Make sure you know when
and how to apply for a place.

@ Primary schools: All children
are entitled to at least a part-time
place from September of the
school year in which they will be
five. So, if your child was born
between 1 September 2002 and
31 August 2003, you must apply
for a reception place before 12
January 2007.

Application forms are available
from primary or nursery schools
now. If you have already given
your details at your preferred
school, or schools, they should
send you an application form. If
your child is listed at more than
one school, you may receive more
than one form, but it is important
that you only fill one in.
