
Northcliffe Park & Beyond
3 Circular walks suitable for all the family

Walk 1
Northcliffe Park and Northcliffe Wood - 13/4 miles (2.8km)

Walk 2
Northcliffe Park and Heaton Royds (6 Days Only) - 21/4 miles (3.6km)

Walk 3
Northcliffe Park and Heaton Woods - 23/4 miles (4.4km)
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Northcliffe Park and 
Beyond
3 Circular walks, linked together to suit all 
abilities.

l Walk 1
Northcliffe Park and Northcliffe Wood
13/4 miles (2.8km)

l Walk 2
Northcliffe Park and Heaton Royds (6 Days Only)
21/4 miles (3.6km)

l Walk 3
Northcliffe Park and Heaton Woods
23/4 miles (4.4km)

The start point for all 3 walks is the small parking 
area at the entrance to Northcliffe Woods, accessed 
along Cliffe Wood Avenue off the A650 Bradford 
Road at Frizinghall.

What to Wear
No special outdoor clothing is required for these walks; 
just wear your normal casual clothes that suit the season. 
It may however be worth considering wearing strong 
sensible shoes during the drier months and perhaps 
walking boots or wellingtons at other times.  

Car Parking
A good but small, well maintained parking area is available 
at the walk start and finish point on Cliffe Wood Avenue.

Public Transport
Regular bus services operate along the main A650 
Bradford to Keighley Road, the nearest bus stop being 
at Norwood Terrace, Frizinghall. For information contact

Walk Information
These 3 walks are suitable for families and offer good 
long distance views over the Aire Valley and quiet gentle 
strolls through woodland.  As well as the obvious attraction 
a countryside walk offers, Northcliffe Park has several 
activities to enjoy if you wish to take time out from your 
walk.  These include the children's play area, tennis, 
putting or bowls or perhaps just watch the football and 
the golf as you make your way round to the walk finish. 
On nearing the end of the walks on most spring and 
summer Sundays, the whole family will enjoy seeing the 
model steam trains running through the woodland, often 
with the opportunity of a free ride at the end of your walk 
(donations appreciated).

Most of the park and woodland on these walks are 
managed by the Parks and Landscape Department of 
Bradford Council and offers the opportunity for a wide 
variety of outdoor activities. For further information tel:

Please Note:  Whilst all of the walks are suitable for 
families with small children, only walk 1 has reasonable 
access for pushchairs and even this walk has one short 
section of steps to negotiate.  Unfortunately due to the 
nature of the countryside paths none of the full circular 
walks are suitable for wheelchairs.  However, Northcliffe 
Park, the model railway and the track leading into 
Northcliffe Woods are accessible for all users.

The Route
All 3 walks start from the car park entrance, taking the 
narrow surfaced access road, which runs uphill into 
Northcliffe Park.  On reaching the top of the incline turn 
right to walk along the much narrower surfaced path 
between the hedge on your right and the tree lined
grassy area on your left until you reach the junction with 
3 other paths.  Here turn left to walk steeply uphill, 
passing the football pitches on your left and the bowling 
greens to your right.  At the top of the incline turn right 
in front of the children's play area, following the path a 
short distance further to where another path joins from 
the left.  Here turn left, passing the play area on the left 
as you make your way uphill, to walk between the small 
wooded area on your right and the allotment gardens 
to your left.  Continue straight ahead, following the tree 
lined surfaced path which has now become level, passing 
between another football pitch on your left and the large 
grassy area to the right.  After quite a distance the path 
leaves behind the football pitches to your left, which are 
now replaced by the top end of Northcliffe Woods.

Here continue straight ahead for a short distance to 
where the surfaced path finishes at its junction with other 
rough surfaced paths at the rear of Nortchcliffe Golf 
Course clubhouse.  From here turn left off the surfaced 
path and ignoring the first rough path leading off into 
the woodland continue straight ahead and down the 
flight of steps into the valley bottom near to the stream. 
At this point if you are following walk 1, turn left to follow 
the woodland path, parallel with the stream as you make 
your way back to the start point through Northcliffe 
Woods, eventually passing the model steam railway 
along the way.  Just beyond the model railway you will 
find the car park from where you started your walk.

To continue walks 2 and 3, cross over the stream via 
the small bridge and climb the steps on the opposite 
side, following the path as it bears right as you near the 
top of the incline.  The footpath is now between the golf
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On reaching Redburn Road turn immediately sharp left 
and walk up the slight incline of Wilmer Drive to its 
junction at the top with Redburn Drive.  Turn left along 
Redburn Drive, where after only a short distance cross 
over the road to go up the footpath to the left of house 
number 27.  Follow the footpath for only a few yards 
before turning right off the path to walk through the gap 
in the dry stone wall on your right.  Follow this well worn 
permissive path beneath 
the trees of Low Wood, to 
its junction at the bottom 
of a few steps with a much 
wider path which crosses 
from left to right.  Turn right 
down the wide path 
bearing left onto a grassy 
area below.  Cross over 
the grass onto a well used 
rough track near to the 
model railway track and 
turn right to walk the short 
distance to the car park 
from where you started 
your walk.

NOTE: A ride on the model steam railway is free, there 
is however, a donation box at the entrance to the platform.

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fairways and you should not be put off by the Northcliffe 
golf course private property sign as you make your way 
over the path which crosses from left to right, to walk 
beneath the trees and straight ahead over a second 
path, to eventually walk with the dry stone wall on your 
left and a drainage ditch to the right.  After a short 
distance cross a third path and climb over the stile in 
the dry stone wall which can be seen ahead.  Once over 
the path leads you between a wall and a well trimmed 
hedge out onto Shay Lane.  

Turn left to walk down Shay Lane, taking great care with 
the traffic as the narrow lane meanders through the 
countryside.  After approximately 200yds (183m), near 
a small cluster of buildings at Heaton Royds (Six Days 
Only), walk 2 leaves Shay Lane by turning left following 
the rough surfaced track between the buildings on 
Heaton Royds Lane. Just beyond the buildings the track 

divides, continue 
straight ahead 
down Heaton 
Royds Lane with 
its long distance 
views of Windhill 
across the 
valley, until the 
track splits 
again. Here 
continue 
downhill, 

following the narrow well worn path off to the right, 
walking beneath the bushes to eventually pass in front 
of a few houses on you left, before emerging onto a 
surfaced road at Heaton Royds School.

Cross over the road and through the metal barriers 
opposite and down the narrow footpath, where, after 
only a short distance and before the rear of the houses, 
which can be seen ahead on the left, leave the footpath 
by turning left to walk between the broken down stone 
wall on your left. Follow the well worn permissive path 
uphill through the trees of Low Wood, eventually joining 
a much wider path which crosses from left to right at the 
bottom of a few steps. Turn right down the path bearing 
left onto the grassy area below. Cross over the grass 
to join the well used rough road near to the model railway 
track.  Here turn right to walk the short distance to the 
car park from where you started your walk.

To continue walk 3 go past the buildings on your left at 
Heaton Royds (Six Day Only) and continue to follow 
Shay Lane downhill bearing right then left into the valley 
bottom near to the stream.  Here leave Shay Lane by 
going through the gap in the stone wall on your left into 
Royds Cliff Wood via a few stone steps.  Follow the well 
worn path across a small bridge as it makes its way 
along the valley bottom keeping close to the stream on 
your left.  Eventually the path divides; our route is to the 
left down a few steps, still following the stream on your 
left before leaving the woodland through a metal kissing 
gate at the junction with another path which joins from 
the left.  Here turn right and along the rough road walking 
between the houses and garages which will bring you 
out onto Redburn Road.
