What evidence do you hold to back up this assessment? 
Bradford Council’s offer of HWRCs has been reviewed.  The Chartered Institute of Public Finance Accounts provide data that shows that Bradford offer 1.5 sites per 100,000 residents which is more than for comparable authorities. Most authorities offer 0.8 sites per 100,000 residents and two to five sites in total.
Analysis of the sites has identified that the proposed sites that will remain open are within a 5 mile travel distance for 60% to 85% of residents in the district. 

Tonnage data for waste taken to all district HWRC sites, shows the proposed sites for closure accept  9% of the districts tonnage each, compared to 11% to 21% for the sites that are proposed to remain open. 

The Ilkley HWRC gets less waste with 7% of the district total .
