Our proposal is to completely separate the General Waste and Dry Mixed Recycling (DMR) collection routes and have dedicated vehicles for each service. This would allow us to increase packing pressures for DMR routes, keep DMR vehicles collecting for longer, and essentially reduce the number of vehicles and crews required. A full reroute of DMR vehicles would be required and we could reduce the fleet by two vehicles by increasing average daily round size by 92 properties and 0.6 tonnes.
