Admissions Analysis for ATU Jan 2013 – Jan 2015

There were a total of 27 admissions in the period from January 2013 – January 2015 to the Assessment and Treatment Unit. There may have been more admissions to mainstream wards of people with mild /borderline LD but we have not accessed these figures at this time. 
 12 of these admissions were females, with 8 of these having had more than 2 admissions during the last 5 years, with a couple having up to 4 admissions in this time period. 

15 were male admissions, with 7 of them again being readmitted on more than one occasion in last 5 years.  6 of the 15 male admissions were 21 years of age or younger. This high number of admissions at transition age was particular to males.  
When compared to NHS Benchmarking Network 2014, the average number of acute specialist LD beds was 1.6 per 100, 000 populations. Bradford therefore has fewer beds than average, with a population of 526,400 but only 6 beds. We would need at least 8 beds to be in line with national averages (page 54 Benchmarking Network 2014). 

We also had a shorter than average length of stay, with our average being 99 days in comparison to national average of 139 days (pg. 56). . (In comparison average lengths of stay on MH wards are approx. 32  days)

Other national averages suggest 11% of total beds days for LD beds are delayed transfers of care. 

National skill mix comparisons are available for both inpatient and community services if required. 

Chart 1 - The following shows the percentage of females admitted between January 2013 and January 2015 by age and ethnicity. 
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Total admissions – 12. The average age for females on admission was 43. 4 were under age of 30 and 8 over age of 43. 

The average age on admission for White British females was 44. (7 admissions)

The average age on admission for Pakistani females was 38. (3 admissions)

Chart 2 - The following shows the percentage of males admitted between January 2013 and January 2015 by age and ethnicity. 
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Total admissions were 15. The average age for males on admission was 33, but 6 were age 21 or under, 3 between 21- 4 and 5 age 41 plus. 

The average age on admission for White British males was 37. (7 admissions (calculated on 6 as 1 age unknown))

The average age on admission for Pakistani males was 31. (4 admissions)

Chart 3 - The following shows the average length of stay per inpatient visit in days.
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Total average for both male and female populations is 99 days per inpatient visit.

The average number of days from the Benchmarking exercise across the country is 139 days per inpatient visit (page 56)
