Self Assessment Questions for Grey Fleet Drivers 
Anyone who drives as part of their duty for the Council must be issued with a personal copy of the Council Driver’s Handbook; this includes employees who drive their own vehicles whilst on Council business (this is termed as being a “grey fleet” driver). 
To help ensure that each driver drives safely they are required to read the Driver’s Handbook and then complete the assessment overleaf.  This can be done over a number of days but should be completed within 10. 

The questions are multiple choice therefore there may be more than one correct answer to each question, where this is the case all correct answers must be circled.  Should a driver have a reading or learning difficulty then they should contact their line manager who will nominate a support person to assist them.

Once a driver has completed the assessment, it is to be checked and countersigned, if completed correctly, by the appropriate service/departmental manager. The manager is to countersign the assessment, email a scanned copy to the e mail address below and retain a copy on file.
In addition, Grey Fleet drivers are required to read and understand the The Use of Private Vehicles (Grey Fleet) Guidance found on Bradnet - Grey Fleet Guidance. Following this the driver is required to sign the Casual Car User Declaration document and email a scanned copy to the e mail address below and management are required to retain a copy on file.
