3. The Drawings indicate in general the Architectural design intent, 

dimensions, and architectural elements, the MEP and structural 

information are yet to be fully coordinated. As note 2, it is likely to 

impact on the layouts presented at this stage.

4. Gridlines shown are indicative only and they are subject to structural 

coordination.

5. At Stage 3 costing, we had allowed for a balustrade to prevent users 

running into the pool,

During Stage 3, BMDC requested to flip the pool so that the accessible 

steps are located off the pool surround entrance. This creates a natural 

barrier between the village change and the pool and therfore is has been 

omitted.

Post Stage 3 costing deadline, BMDC requested that a roller shutter is to 

be considered to close the pool off the village change. This needs to be a 

shutter suitable for pool hall environment, including fixtures, fittings 

supports and mechanisms.

An alternative solution to be reviewed at RIBA 4 could be by providing 

gates at wet village corridors (showers area) to close off the main pool 

access. The gates are to be locked open during the day, and closed off as 

the operational and management requirement. 
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
